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& Academic English Writing

(Summer Intensive and Fall Courses)

From basic academic English writing to advanced thesis writing, together these two courses will prepare students or
potential graduate level students for writing a MA thesis in English. Both courses will be taught entirely in English.
The first course, Intermediate, is for students of any major as it develops the basics of English academic writing:
paragraph, essay, paraphrasing & summarizing, and citations. The second, or Advanced course, is more specifically
for students or potential students in the social sciences, particularly those in language related areas as it specifically
focuses on thesis writing. In both courses, individual feedback and conferences on students’ weekly in-class writing
and their paraphrasing & summarizing practice will be provided. Homework will be minimal.
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€ A7 : The Intermediate course, entirely in English, is for any student interested in improving their basic skill in writing
academic English texts. This includes (1) anyone interested in improving their basic written English, (2) graduate level
students who will need to write a MA thesis in English and are nervous about it, (3) students preparing to enter a
graduate school, (4) English language teachers who would like to update and/or improve their knowledge of and ability
in English language writing. Students will write and receive instructor feedback on their writing in every class and on
their homework. The course will cover paragraph and multi-paragraph writing and text structures that frequently occur
in academic English writing. It will also introduce paraphrasing, summarizing and citations with practice and feedback.
Group work will occur for discussion of examples and texts.
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® N7 : The Advanced course, also entirely in English, is more specifically for graduate level students in the social
sciences and for those preparing to enter such a graduate level course. The focus of the course is on M.A. thesis writing
on empirical research in any field of the social sciences, but particularly for those students in language related areas.
The course will investigate how theses are structured, how grammar is related to function and meaning, and how writers
must relate to their readers. The instructor will correct and comment on students’ weekly writing and paraphrasing &
summary practice. Group work will occur for discussion of examples and texts. Some homework will be required, and it
will also receive instructor feedback.
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
